· Define, monitor, optimize and trouble shoot system performance.

· Must work well within a team and possess strong written and oral communication skills. Be heavily involved in working with project teams, may lead project initiatives.

· Maintain and monitor compliance to security policies.

· Must be able to operate independently in the absence of strict guidance to correct issues and improve the environment. 
· Be responsible for moving a large part of the AdJug systems from Windows to Open Source/Mono. 

· Must possess strong problem solving and troubleshooting skills in enterprise level environments, being able to logically step through issues and troubleshoot problems by thinking outside of the box and being creative with solutions.

· Must be willing to work in an on call team.

· 5-7+ years as a Linux Systems Administrator working in a fast paced, dynamic environment. Knowledge of Windows Server systems would be an advantage.
